The paper discusses the successful use of clinoptilolite to remove Strontium-90 and Cesium-137 from contaminated soil, most notably after the Chernobyl accident. The author notes that clinoptilolite reduces the uptake of these isotopes from the soil by plants by up to 90 percent.
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
